Area Alateen Process Person 
 

Weôve finished our first year and it has been an 
adventure.  We were all new and learning our jobs, 
discovering what processes we would need to 
implement to accomplish our tasks.  Then, when the 
renewal process for all Al-Anon Members Involved in 
Alateen Service (AMIAS) was most intense, WSO 
started the process of cleaning up their Alateen 

Group Records, asking the Area Alateen Process Person 
(AAPP) and Alateen Coordinator for each Area to 
research all Alateen Groups that had been on ñ30 day 
hold,ò some for more than a year, disbanding  those that 
were inactive or meeting without a currently certified 
AMIAS serving as Group Sponsor and submitting Alateen 
Group Change forms for those groups that were still 
meeting with currently certified Group Sponsors.  The 
result is that our records should be much cleaner now and 
Iôm getting a better understanding of the procedures that 
we need so that I can define them clearly.  The next 
request from WSO was ñwhat are your area procedures 
for following your Area Alateen Safety Requirements?ò  I 
feel very fortunate that District 22 recently hosted an 
Alateen Workshop to address that very question.  They 
shared their notes from the workshop so that we have a 
place to start on the project. 
 

I was also asked ñwhat help do I need for the AAPP job?ò 
Iôve had some thoughts of which parts of the AAPP job 
could be covered by others and would welcome anyone 
interested to join me to exchange ideas and share your 
talents and your love of Alateen.  Anything any of us can 
do to smooth the process of certifying AMIAS and 
registering Groups will help reduce the time lag for us all. 
 

Currently, there are 64 registered Alateen groups, not 
counting those recently submitted; and we have 301 
certified Al-Anon Members Involved in Alateen Service 
(AMIAS) with a few more in progress.  Weôre growing 
again! All but one District have at least one certified 
AMIAS who can help other interested Al-Anon members 
get certified as AMIAS so that Alateen meetings can be 
registered.  Please remember a group cannot meet as 
Alateen until it has completed the registration process 
 

Art B. has taken on the task of creating an email list for 
AMIAS and has already added many of us. Once the list 
is active, I hope to send some information directly to the 
participating AMIAS as well as to the DRs and District 
Process persons that I currently communicate with. This 
will let us all ñtalk to each other and reason things outò, 
share event safety guidelines and training opportunities. 
 

It is time to start thinking about the AMIAS recertification 
process.  If each District starts to collect renewal 
paperwork now for all currently certificated AMIAS in your 
district, it will be a relatively easy task to check off those 
names on the list that we will receive from WSO in April 
and research the few exceptions.  Please donôt send me 
the renewal paperwork, though, until I receive the list from 
WSO and forward to each District, that creates confusion 
and increases the time required to complete the process. 
 

I thank you all for all your patience and cooperation.

Literature/Forum 
The new 2010 Service Manual is expected to be 
printed in the fall of 2010. When the English-language 
"Service Manual" is printed it is distributed to the 
Current Mailing Address (CMA) of all registered, 
active English-Speaking groups in the World Service 
Conference structure, as well as Area Delegate, 
Chairperson, and all Area Coordinators served by the 
WSO and all Al-Anon Information Services and 
Literature Distribution Centers in the Conference 
structure.  The French or Spanish versions are given 
a similar distribution that includes French or Spanish-
language groups and French or Spanish 
Coordinators. (as a reminder, please make sure all 
groups are registered with WSO, so each group rep 
will receive a copy). 
 
Please continue to increase awareness of Opening 
Our Hearts (B-29) and Discovering Choices (B-30). 
Sales have fallen behind in comparison to the 
introduction of other new books in the past.  
 
A question came up about members with special 
needs, if we carry books in large print or Braille. In our 
literature catalog there is a form which is, S-14 Al-
Anon/Alateen Directory for members with Special 
Needs. It can be ordered through the catalog or 
downloaded from the website.  It lists organizations 
that are permitted to reproduce Al-Anon Conference 
Approved Literature (CAL) in audio, large print, or 
Braille formats. They can be contacted directly. The 
WSO does not publish or stock CAL in Braille or 
audio, and only the three daily readers are available 
in large print and courage to change is in CD-ROM. 
 
When a group has a member who is visually 
impaired, members of the group (or district) have 
been known to enlarge CAL on a copier as a service 
project or create audio recordings. Providing that the 
document is for the memberôs use only and will not be 
sold, and it is not altered in any way except enlarging, 
it is not in violation of any Traditions.  
   
Rememberðwhen you buy from your local Literature 
Distribution Center (LDC), you support your local 
services.  For a list of LDCs please go to: 
http://www.ncwsa.org/ldc.html.  
 
FORUM REPORT: 
Subscriptions have increased by 15% since 
December, but even though these numbers are 
encouraging, remember that our primary goal has to 
do with quality rather then quantity; we want to make 
The Forum a meaningful part of our personal 
programs and Al-Anon group discussions.  The 
Forum is an under-used tool that offers benefits that 
members will never know until they open its pages 
and share with other members.  Some well-meaning 

members have offered to buy multiple Forum 
subscriptions for schools, Drs, etc. While that gesture may 
increase the number of subscriptions, sending copies 
outside the fellowship does not serve The Forumôs higher 
purpose of strengthening the fellowship within.  That 
purpose can only be served when members share their 
recovery in the pages of The Forum, and then share The 
Forum with each other.   
 
Years ago, The Forum September issue was used as a 
public outreach tool.  But The Forum is the place where 
we share member-to-member.  It does not usually answer 
all of the questions that a newcomer might have about the 
Al-Anon program.  Al-Anon Faces Alcoholism, our public 
outreach magazine, serves that purpose.  In The Forum, 
we keep the focus on ourselves.  With Al-Anon Faces 
Alcoholism, we reach out to others.  Our goal is to attract 
members to The Forum, and to use Al-Anon Faces 
Alcoholism to attract more newcomers to Al-Anon.

Bylaws and Insurance 
 

Bylaws and Insurance are covered by two people.  
Predominately I am doing the former and Joyce the later, 
but we work together in this position. 
 
At present NCWSA Bylaws Guidelines are being 
updated.  A Bylaws Committee has developed a general 
format for this and the General Guideline Format was 
given to all NCWSA Committee Members late January.  
Each Member would review their position utilizing the 
format, possibly getting suggestions from the previous 
Panel member of their position, and would then send the 
product to me.  The final guideline would have similar 
features as compared to the rest of the guidelines for 
ease of understanding by Area Al-Anon members as they 
use the bylaws.  It is hoped this can be completed by the 
end of this March and the sum of these efforts can be 
presented to the October Assembly. 
 
I want to thank Joyce for excellent work in the insurance 
area for NCWSA and for the combined work and 
consultation we do together.  Al-Anon service is an 
excellent recovery tool.  BLH 
 
Report on Insurance to the NCWSC February 6, 2010 
Thank you for letting me be of service in this position. I 
am often reminded that I do service not because I know 
how but because I have an opportunity to learn.  One of 
the joys of this position is knowing when DIAs are 
happening all over the Area and establishing at least an 
email relationship with so many of our members.  Also, 
this reminds our membership what their donation does 
when NCWSA insurance protection assures that when 
meetings move or a new one is opened that they wonôt 
have a problem if the facility asks for insurance.

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Effective today, we have renewed and made two 
changes to our General Liability (GL) policy which 
reduced our premium by $300/year:   

 We added an NFP endorsement, which eliminates 
the need to bill each special event $33 which we 
werenôt doing well are now insured for any event 
lasting less than 24 hours with less than 1000 
attendees.  If we make sure we have any event 
lasting more than 24 hours at a hotel or convention 
center we will not incur any addition premium.   

 We changed from a property insured policy to an 
Inland Marine floater, which means our Area 
equipment is covered and we donôt have to change 
the address of the person who is using our 
equipment every time the panel changes. It insures 
$8,000 of equipment from fire, lightning, explosion, 
windstorm, smoke, aircraft or vehicles, riot or civil 
commotion, vandalism, sinkholes, falling objects, 
water damage, earth movement, volcanic action 
and last but not least acts of terrorism.  In the 
future, any equipment purchased by NCWSA must 
be reported to our carrier within 90 days and 
whenever possible any equipment we no longer 
own should be removed from the policy. 

 

Over the past year, we have issued certificates to 
cover 25 meetings and special events.  There is 
considerable confusion about what it is that we issue.  
It is simply a Certificate of Evidence that we have 
General Liability insurance which states how much 
coverage we carry.  Itôs not a policy or a binder. Nor 
does it mean the facility is an ñadditional insuredò 
except if the facility is owned by another entity as in 
the case of a school or park.   
  
In reviewing and renewing our policy, we learned that 
Sexual Molestation and Abuse is specifically excluded 
from our General Liability policy. At the request of the 
Alateen Coordinator and the AAPP (person) we 
completed an application for coverage.  It is important 
to remember that if we purchase this coverage it will 
apply to all meetings, not just Alateen.  We have been 
quoted a price of $428 annually for $100K of 
coverage to add it to our GL policy on a per 
occurrence basis.  To put that into perspective our GL 
policy without Abuse and Molestation is $936 and our 
Directors & Officers (D&O) policy is $1,073 annually.

Yvonne 
is the hostess with the mostest here at the committee 
meeting and I need to be in Soledad for our Saturday 
meeting and in San Jose for our Alateen meeting on 
Friday night.  I want to thank all of you for donating so 
generously to the pink cans for prison literature.  
Maybe WSO will get the message that we need How 
Al-Anon Works  and Paths to Recovery in soft cover 
from all the literature I am ordering for institutions.  
You all can help by writing to WSO and telling them 
that soft cover books are needed in the prisons.  
Yvonne and I will continue to push for those books to 
be printed in soft cover. 
  

Our little committee went to San Quentin on Tuesday, 
January 19, to talk to the Community Partnership 
Manager who arranges for all the outside programs to 
go in to San Quentin.  We drove in the wind and the 
rain but we had a great meeting and I am sure we will 
be in San Quentin as soon as she gets the logistics 

sorted out ï a room to meet in, time, day, etc.  So for that 
we will need more volunteers.  We have a wonderful point 
person who takes care of Al-Anon for us ï David B from 
Monterey ï at Soledad.  We would like very much to have 
such a person for San Quentin, and I have sent the word 
out that we need volunteers from the Marin area and the 
area surrounding San Quentin.  You are probably asking, 
ñWhat can I contribute?  I have never been in prison.  Iôm 
just an Al-Anon member.ò  I want to tell you that your 
experience, strength, and hope is what is needed.  
Remember that some of these inmates have children 
outside the prison, that they may have spouses that are 
alcoholics, that they have or have had parents who are 
alcoholics, and that they have been affected by 
alcoholism even if they themselves are alcoholics or drug 
addicts.  What they appreciate most is that you care 
enough to drive in the rain, or fog, or many miles to bring 
them a message of love and hope.  I donôt see the 
prisoners as inmates.  I see them as human beings.  I see 
myself as in my higher powerôs will. 
  

Soledad is going great guns!  We have one group of 35 
but we want to split that group so that we can form 
another one with the other inmates who want to join.  Our 
meetings spread by word of mouth.  In Solano we started 
with about 5-7 inmates in our first meeting.  We now have 
four meetings, two on Sundays, and two on Tuesdays 
with a waiting list for all our meetings.  WE NEED 
VOLUNTEERS!!!!!!! 
  

We are still waiting for the Deuel Institute in Tracy.  
Logistics again at fault for the delay.  We need a sponsor 
who is a member of the prison staff, a room in which to 
meet, and a day and time when we can meet.  
Chowchilla, the womenôs prison, has yet to get back to 
me, but I am sure my higher power is hard at work getting 
that started.  Yvonne and I have learned a lot about 
patience in working with the institutions. 
  
Please continue passing the pink cans for prison 
literature.  If you need a can, let Yvonne or me know.  We 
will bring some at our May Assembly.  Again, thank you 
for your generous donations.  Keep up the good work and 
join us in volunteer work which will change your life 
forever!  And join us at the H and I AA Conference with 
Al-Anon participation on June 4, 5, and 6 at the San

A new Hallmark Hall of Fame movie, "When Love Is Not Enough," features the story of Lois W., one of Al-Anon's 

co-founders.  The movie portrays how Lois worked the Twelve Steps in her personal life.  The movie will air on the 

CBS television network Sunday, April 25, at 9 p.m. ET and PT, 8 p.m. CT. 

  

While the movie is not about the formation of Al-Anon Family Groups, Lois's personal story might stimulate public 

interest.  Please notify service arms in your Area so they can prepare for a possible increase in telephone calls 

requesting meeting information.  This might be a good time to refresh posters with local contact information in key 

gathering places within your community. 

  

The movie might also inspire Al-Anon members to reach out to more friends and families of alcoholics throughout 

the U.S. and Canada.  As the movie is not Conference Approved Literature, it cannot be part of an Al-Anon meeting 

or used as a fundraiser.  Several Area Public Outreach Coordinators have suggested local gatherings of members 

for "Dinner and a Movie."  Members might get together on April 25 or arrange to tape the movie to show at a more 

convenient time.  

  

The purpose for a "Dinner and a Movie" event is to energize members to help carry out the work that Lois 

began.  Public Outreach volunteers have the power to deliver life-altering messages about Al-Anon and 

Alateen.  When members share ideas, resources, hopes, and personal stories, they can accomplish together what 

no one could do alone. 

  

Lois's famous statement, "It takes only one person to start something, but many others to carry it out," could easily 

apply to local gatherings of enthusiastic Al-Anon members.  The movie about Lois ends with the beginning of the Al-

Anon Family Groups clearing house, but the rest of the recovery message is left for each one of us to deliver.  If 

Action Committees, AISs, districts, or groups in your Area take on this project, would you let us know so we can 

provide follow-up support?
